SLIM CD “Bridge” for RICS software

Slim CD is working hard to offer RICS customers the best of services.  RICS is currently working to integrate the latest software from SLIM CD, called Slim CD for PC.  We know you’re all excited to use the new pin pads, so SLIM CD has stepped in to help by providing an “unofficial” bridge to span the gap until RICS can provide a supported update.
Here’s how the ‘bridge’ works.  RICS already launches SLIM CD’s existing app, called TransClient.  It does this by looking in a specific folder and running “transclient.exe”.  We’ve written a new “transclient.exe” to replace the existing one from SLIM CD, while reconfiguring your system to run the new SlimCDforPC software (without any changes to RICS software)
This new bridge program will be placed into both the old location for TransClient and into the new location for SLIM CD for PC.   
What you do to install the software:
1. Open the ZIP file.
2. Run the new TransClient.exe, and it will do the rest.
3. Restart RICS.
4. Enjoy the new software.

· BE SURE you have installed SlimCDforPC software, installed your new PIN pad, and configured SlimCDforPC to use your PIN pad before installing this new “bridge” software!
· Note that RICs prints the receipts.  If you receive a notice from the bank that the transaction was not EMV, you will have to print a SLIM CD receipt to get the EMV data to defend against chargebacks!

This “bridge” IS NOT a RICS supported solution, and RICS HAS NOT reviewed this software!

· RICS currently only supports an integration with the SlimCD TransClient application
· Any alternative solution is not supported or advised by RICS
· RICS is working on developing an integration with the SlimCD for PC application and will update clients once it is ready
· RICS new integration will support EMV data on receipts properly at that time

System Administrator Notes:   For the sysadmins who like to know what software does before they install it, the software will reconfigure the PC as follows:
1. Locates and renames the existing “TransClient.exe”.  
a. Checks the registry for the installed folder for SLIM CD (usually either “C:\SLIMCD” or “C:\SLIMCD\Enterprise”) 
b. Renames the original TransClient.exe file to “LegacyTransClient.exe” 
2. Copies the new TransClient.exe into the folder where TransClient.exe used to be.
3. Copies the new TransClient.exe into the SlimCDforPC folder.
4. Configures the registry so that RICs will launch the new TransClient.exe replacement.
When RICS launched TransClient, it will run the new TransClient.exe instead of the old one. The new TransClient.exe then launches the new SlimCDforPC.exe.
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
